Preamble

This Memorandum of Understanding is a review and update of the version adopted in Rome on 18
May 2009. With the passage of time some former priorities already have been realised while new
challenges and issues present themselves for the future. This memorandum is not a legal document,
noris it intended that it should be legally binding. Rather, it invites the relevant multi-level
governance and operational stakeholders to reflect on and explore common perspectives and
priorities.

It aims to develop a shared understanding of the key issues that lie ahead, including the
implementation of ERTMS, and to validate their exploration and development by the Brenner
Corridor Platform and its working groups.

Inlarge part this will consist of a process of conceptualisation of policy scenarios to assist in the
optimisation of the new corridor logistical resources when they become operational.

All'such options will need to be consistent with EU law and jurisprudence, will be forwarded for
consideration by the relevant national and regional authorities and will fully respect the principle of
subsidiarity.

Having spent years in preparation and considerable amounts of European, national and regional
public funds, to contemplate a business-as-usual scenario for the operational phase of our common
mission and project would be totally sub-optimal. Hence the need to explore and recommend
appropriate accompanying measures.

Doing nothing, not even thinking about policy choices, should not be an option. Displacing or
replacing the legitimate role of elected bodies is neither an option nor an aim of this exercise. The
purpose is to explore a range of accompanying policy choices that, if adopted by the appropriate
democratically mandated bodies, could lead to making the best possible use of the new corridor
facilities when they become available.

The matters highlighted for future action or exploration pertain exclusively to the Brenner Corridor
itself, whose longest potential geographical definition stretches from Munich to Verona, and not to
the wider Scandinavian Mediterranean core network corridor. Its logic thus is corridor specific and
corridor only.

The goal is to seek the widest possible discussion and to mobilise all willing stakeholders to engage
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
